
Arrival and Transportation Guide for YRI Summer School “Turning a New 

Leaf. Unexplored Central-European Bookscapes (1500-1800)”, 

Cluj-Napoca, Romania (21-25 July, 2025) 

 

Access the interactive city map here. It includes all summer school venues, accommodation, food 

recommendations, and other useful sites. 

 

To facilitate the arrival and orientation of participants traveling from abroad, we provide the 

following itinerary from Avram Iancu International Airport to the designated accommodation and 

the conference venue. 

1. Arrival in Cluj-Napoca – Avram Iancu International Airport (CLJ) 

Location: Strada Traian Vuia 149, Cluj-Napoca 

The airport is located approximately 8 kilometers from the city center. 

Transportation Options from the Airport to Universitas Hotel (Strada Plopilor 52–54) 

a) Taxi 

• Official taxis are available outside the arrivals terminal. 

• Estimated duration: 20–25 minutes. 

• Estimated fare: 35–50 RON (~7–10 EUR).

b) Ride-sharing services (Bolt / Uber) 

• Convenient and widely used in Cluj-Napoca. 

• Pick-up zones are located in the airport parking area. 

• Travel time and fare are similar to standard taxis. 

c) Public Transportation (Bus Line 5 + Transfer) 

• Fastest Route: Bus Line 5 from the airport to Cloșca station. 

• From there walk at the tram station and transfer to Tram 101, direction Clăbucet, and 

disembark at Sala Sporturilor stop. (https://maps.app.goo.gl/TT7n6zipTGdX1RsG9)  

• Total travel time: 45–60 minutes. 

• Tickets can be purchased at airport vending machines, SMS or via POS in the bus. 

2. Accommodation – Universitas Hotel 

Address: Strada Plopilor 52–54, Cluj-Napoca 

The hotel is situated in a quiet area near the banks of the Someș River and the sports complex, 

offering easy access to central locations 

3. Traveling from Universitas Hotel to the Institute of National History 

Institute Address: Strada Napoca nr. 11, Cluj-Napoca 

Located in the historic city center, approximately 2.5 kilometers from the hotel. 

Transportation Options: 

a) Taxi / Ride-sharing (Bolt/Uber) 

• Estimated duration: 10–15 minutes, depending on traffic. 

• Estimated cost: 15–20 RON (~3–4 EUR). 

• Readily available via app. 

b) Public Transportation 

• Walk to Plopilor Sud stop. 

• Take Tram 101 towards P-ța Gării Nord, disembark 3 stations later at Opera 

Maghiară Est, then walk to the Institute (~5 minutes).

• Total time: 20 minutes. 

c) Walking 

• Duration: approximately 30–35 minutes. 

• Scenic pedestrian route available along the river or through central boulevards.

! On Friday, activities will take place in the "Echinox" Building (Strada Mihail Kogălniceanu 7-

9, Cluj-Napoca); the venue is located in the vicinity of the Institute of National History, so you 

can follow the same directions. 

Traveling from the Institute to Hotel Universitas 

• Reverse the Hotel – Institute route by walking to tram stop Opera Maghiară Est  

towards Clăbucet and disembark at Plopilor Nord  station.

• You can also take buses from Memorandumului Nord (numbers 6, 9, 25, 24B), 

disembark at Grădini Mănăștur and walk approximately 10 minutes on Plopilor street to 

the hotel. (https://maps.app.goo.gl/UHr3y47qAGqtGg5NA)  

Transportation Options from the Hotel to the Airport 

• Walk to the bus station Grădini Mănăștur and take the numbers 6, 7, 24B, 25 to 

Regionala CFR. There wait for bus number 5 towards the Airport. Will take 

approximately 50 minutes. (https://maps.app.goo.gl/ZFcpHQSF1gRd3E978)  

• Take the tram 101 to P-ța Gării Nord. Walk to the bus station P-ța Gării Sud and take 

Line 5 towards the Airport. 

Summary of Route: 

1. Arrival at Avram Iancu International Airport (CLJ) 

2. Transfer to Hotel Universitas, Str. Plopilor 52–54 

3. Daily travel to the Institute of History: 

o By taxi/ride-share (~10–15 min) 

o By public transport (~20–30 min) 

o On foot (~30–35 min) 

Recommendations: 

• Taxi or ride-sharing is the most efficient and reliable way from the airport to the hotel. 

• For daily travel to the Institute, public transport is convenient and affordable. 

• Walking is an option for those wishing to explore the city and enjoy its architecture. 

• Feel free to use Google Maps for any transportation recommendation in real time.
